A reading from the First Epistle of Saint Paul to the Corinthians (4:9-16)

Brethren, I think God has set forth us the apostles last of all, as men doomed to death,
so that we would become a spectacle to the world, and to angels, and to men. We are
fools for Christ, but you are wise in Christ! We are weak, but you are strong! You are
honored, but we are without honor! To this very hour, we hunger and thirst, and we are
naked and buffeted and have no fixed home. And we labor, working with our own
hands. We are reviled and we bless, we are persecuted and we bear with it, we are ma-
ligned and we console; we have become as the refuse of this world, the scum of all until
this present time. I write these things, not to put you to shame, but to admonish you as
my dearest children. For although you have ten thousand tutors in Christ, you have not
many fathers. Therefore, I beg you, be imitators of me, as I am of Christ.

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A reading from the holy Gospel according to Saint Matthew the Evangelist (17:14-
23)

At that time a man approached Jesus, and threw himself on his knees before him, say-
ing, “Lord, have pity on my son, for he is a lunatic, and suffers severely; for often he
falls into the fire, and often into the water. And I brought him to your disciples, but they
could not cure him.” Jesus answered and said, “O unbelieving and perverse generation,
how long shall I be with you? How long shall I put up with you? Bring him here to me.”
And Jesus rebuked him; and the devil went out of him, and from that moment the boy
was cured. Then the disciples came to Jesus privately and asked, “Why could we not
cast it out?” He said to them, “Because of your little faith; for amen I say to you, if you
have faith like a mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here,” and it
will move. And nothing will be impossible to you. But this kind can only be cast out by
prayer and fasting.” Now while they were gathering together in Galilee, Jesus said to
them, “The Son of Man is to be betrayed into the hands of men, and they will kill him:
and on the third day he will rise again.”
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Faith and Mountain-Moving

Dear brothers and sisters,

In today's Gospel reading from Matthew 17:14-23, we encounter a powerful les-
son about faith and the extraordinary things it can achieve. The story begins
with a desperate father seeking help for his epileptic son. His plea to Jesus illus-
trates the challenges and trials that many of us face in our lives.

The father's son is possessed by a spirit that causes him to suffer greatly. The
disciples of Jesus tried to cast out the spirit but were unsuccessful. Frustrated
and helpless, the father turns to Jesus, saying, "Lord, have mercy on my son, for
he is an epileptic and he suffers terribly. He often falls into the fire and often in-
to the water."

Jesus, filled with compassion, rebukes the unclean spirit, and the boy is healed
instantly. The disciples, amazed, approach Jesus privately and ask why they
couldn't cast out the spirit. Jesus responds, "Because of your little faith. For tru-
ly, I say to you, if you have faith like a grain of mustard seed, you will say to this
mountain, 'Move from here to there,' and it will move, and nothing will be im-
possible for you."

This passage teaches us that even a small amount of faith, like a mustard seed,
can lead to incredible results. It's not the size of our faith but the depth of our
trust in God that matters. The disciples' failure was not due to their lack of abil-
ity but their lack of faith.

Furthermore, Jesus' mention of moving mountains metaphorically suggests that
faith can overcome seemingly insurmountable challenges in our lives. We all
face mountains of adversity at various points, but with faith, we can overcome
them.

The message for us today is clear: nurture and grow your faith. Don't be discour-
aged by the size of your challenges. Instead, remember the power of even the
smallest seed of faith. Turn to God in prayer and trust that He can move the
mountains in your life.

As we face the trials and tribulations of life, let us be like the father in this story
who turned to Jesus with unwavering faith. Let us believe that, with God's help,
we can move the mountains before us. May our faith be the driving force that
empowers us to conquer the seemingly impossible.
