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A reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to Titus (3: 8-15)

My son Titus, this saying is true, and in this matter, I want to insist that those who believe in God be
careful to excel in good works: these are good and useful to people. But avoid foolish controversies
and genealogies and quarrels, and disputes about the Law, for they are useless and futile. Avoid a
factious man after warning him once or twice, knowing that such a man is perverted and sins, since
he is condemning himself. When I send Artemas or Tychicus to you, make every effort to meet me
at  Nicopolis, for I have decided to spend the winter there. Help Zenas the lawyer and Apollos on
their way, taking care that they lack nothing. And let our people also learn to excel in good works, in
order to help cases of urgent need so that they may not be unfruitful. All my companions greet you.
Greet those who love us in the faith. The grace of God be with all of you. Amen.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Saint Luke the Evangelist (8: 5-15)

The Lord told this parable: “The Sower went out to sow his seed. And as he sowed, some seed fell
by the wayside and was trodden underfoot, and the birds of the air ate it up. And other seed fell upon
the rock, and as soon as it had sprung up it withered away, because it had no moisture. And other
seed fell among thorns, and the thorns sprang up with it and choked it. And other seed fell upon
good ground, and sprang up and yielded fruit a hundredfold.” As He said these things He cried out,
“He who has ears to hear, let him hear!” But His disciples then began to ask Him what this parable
meant. He said to them, “To you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God, but to the
rest in parables, that ‘Seeing, they may not see, and hearing they may not understand.’ Now the
parable is this: the seed is the word of God. And those by the wayside are they who have heard;
then the devil comes and takes away the word from their heart, that they may not believe and be
saved. Now those upon the rock are they who, when they have heard, receive the word with joy; and
these have no root, but believe for a while, and in time of temptation fall away. And that which fell
among the thorns, these are they who have heard, and as they go their way are choked by the cares
and riches and pleasures of life, and their fruit does not ripen. But that upon good ground, these are
they who, with a right and good heart, having heard the word, hold it fast, and bear fruit in
patience.” When He had said this, He cried out “He who has ears to hear, let him hear!”

Lectura de la Carta de San Pablo a Tito (3:8-15)

Tito, mi verdadero hijo, esta es una doctrina digna de la fe, y quiero que en este punto seas
categorico, para que aquellos que han puesto su fe en Dios procuren destacarse por sus buenas obras.
Esto si que es bueno y provechoso para los hombres. Evita, en cambio, las investigaciones
insensatas, las genealogias, las polémicas y las controversias sobre la Ley: todo esto es initil y vano.
En cuanto a los que crean facciones, después de una primera y segunda advertencia, apartate de
ellos: ya sabes que son extraviados y pecadores que se condenan a si mismos. Cuando te mande a
Artemads o a Tiquico, trata de ir a mi encuentro en Nicopolis, porque es alli donde he decidido pasar
el invierno. Toma todas las medidas necesarias para el viaje del abogado Zenas y de Apolo, a fin de
que no les falte nada. Los nuestros deben aprender a destacarse por sus buenas obras, también en lo
que se refiere a las necesidades de este mundo: de esa manera, su vida no sera estéril. Recibe el
saludo de todos los que estan conmigo. Saluda a aquellos que nos aman en la fe. La gracia del Sefior
esté con todos ustedes. Amén.

ALELUYA (Tono 7) Salmo.43: 2; 33: 18

Lectura del santo Evangelio segin San Lucas el evangelista (8:5-15)

El Sefior contd esta paradbola: «El sembrador sali6é a sembrar su semilla. Al sembrar, una parte de la
semilla cayo6 al borde del camino, donde fue pisoteada y se la comieron los péjaros del cielo. Otra
parte cayo sobre las piedras y, al brotar, se secé por falta de humedad. Otra cay6 entre las espinas, y
estas, brotando al mismo tiempo, la ahogaron. Otra parte cayo6 en tierra fértil, brotd y produjo fruto al
ciento por uno». Y una vez que dijo esto, exclamo: «jEl que tenga oidos para oir, que oiga!». Sus
discipulos le preguntaron qué significaba esta parabola, y Jesus les dijo: «A ustedes se les ha
concedido conocer los misterios del Reino de Dios; a los demas, en cambio, se les habla en
parabolas, para que miren sin ver y oigan sin comprender. La parabola quiere decir esto: La semilla
es la Palabra de Dios. Los que estan al borde del camino son los que escuchan, pero luego viene el
demonio y arrebata la Palabra de sus corazones, para que no crean y se salven. Los que estan sobre
las piedras son los que reciben la Palabra con alegria, apenas la oyen; pero no tienen raices: creen
por un tiempo, y en el momento de la tentacion se vuelven atras. Lo que cayod entre espinas son los
que escuchan, pero con las preocupaciones, las riquezas y los placeres de la vida, se van dejando
ahogar poco a poco, y no llegan a madurar. Lo que cayd en tierra fértil son los que escuchan la
Palabra con un corazén bien dispuesto, la retienen, y dan fruto gracias a su constancia. Y una vez
que dijo esto, exclamo: «El que tenga oidos para oir, que oiga!».
