A reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Galatians (2: 16-20)

Brethren, we know man is not justified by the works of the Law, but by faith in Jesus Christ.
Hence, we also believe in Christ Jesus, that we may be justified by faith in Christ, and not by
the works of the Law, because by the works of the Law no man will be justified. But if, while
we are seeking to be justified in Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is Christ therefore
the minister of sin? By no means. For if I rebuild the things I destroyed, I make myself a sinner.
For through the Law, | have died to the Law that I may live for God. With Christ I am nailed to
the cross. It is now no longer I who live, but Christ is living in me. And the life I now live in the

flesh, I live within the faith in the Son of God who loved me and gave himself up for me.

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A reading from the holy Gospel according to Saint Luke the Evangelist (16:19-31)
At that time, the Lord told this parable; “there was certain rich man who used to clothe himself
in purple and fine linen, and who feasted every day in splendid fashion. And there was a certain
poor man, named Lazarus, who lay at his gate, covered with sores, and longing to be filled with
the crumbs that fell from the rich man’s table; even the dogs would come and lick his
sores. And it came to pass that the poor man died and was borne away by the angels into
Abraham’s bosom; but the rich man also died and was buried in hell. And lifting up his eyes,
being in torments, he saw Abraham far off and Lazarus in his bosom. And he cried out and
said, ‘Father Abraham have pity on me, and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water
and cool my tongue, for I am tormented in this flame.” But Abraham said to him, ‘Son,
remember you in your lifetime have received your good things, and Lazarus in like manner evil
things; but now here he is comforted whereas you are tormented. And besides all that, between
us and you a great gulf is fixed, so that those who wish to pass over from this side to you
cannot, and they cannot cross from your side to us.” And he said, ‘Then, father, I pray you to
send him to my father’s house, for I have five brothers, that he may testify to them, lest they too
come into this place of torments.” And Abraham said to him, ‘They have Moses and the
Prophets; let them listen to them.” But he answered, ‘No father Abraham, but if someone from
the dead goes to them, they will repent.” But he said to him, ‘If they do not listen to Moses and

the Prophets, they will not believe even if someone rises from the dead.”
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TODAY’S GOSPEL MEDITATION

In today’s Gospel reading, we hear about the rich man who lived in luxury every day
and Lazarus, a poor man who lay at his gate, covered in sores and longing to eat the
scraps that fell from the rich man's table. When both men die, their fates are reversed.
Lazarus is comforted in the arms of Abraham, while the rich man suffers in torment.
What does this parable teach us? ...

First, it’s a reminder of how we are called to care for those around us, especially those
who are suffering or in need. The rich man didn’t directly harm Lazarus, but he ignored
him, failing to see his dignity and humanity. Jesus wants us to recognize the people
who are often invisible in our lives — the poor, the lonely, and those who struggle. True
faith is shown not only in our relationship with God but also in how we treat others,
especially those who can offer us nothing in return.

This parable also reminds us that our choices in this life have eternal consequences.
God calls us to live with compassion and generosity, to open our hearts to others.

Our goal is not only to avoid sin but to actively live out God’s love and justice.

Let us remember that each of us has opportunities daily
to act with love and mercy.
By noticing, caring for, and loving those in need, we fulfill Christ’s commandment
and build treasures in heaven.
May this reflection inspire us to act with compassion in all we do, seeing each per-

son as a child of God deserving of love and kindness.

Lectura del santo Evangelio segin San Lucas el Evangelista (16:19-31)

En aquel tiempo, el Sefior contd esta parabola: Habia un hombre rico que se vestia de plrpura y
lino finisimo y cada dia hacia espléndidos banquetes. A su puerta, cubierto de llagas, yacia un
pobre llamado Lazaro, que ansiaba saciarse con lo que caia de la mesa del rico; y hasta los
perros iban a lamer sus llagas. El pobre muri6 y fue llevado por los angeles al seno de
Abraham. El rico también muri6 y fue sepultado. En la morada de los muertos, en medio de los
tormentos, levanto los ojos y vio de lejos a Abraham, y a Lazaro junto a él. Entonces exclamo:
"Padre Abraham, ten piedad de mi y envia a Lazaro para que moje la punta de su dedo en el
agua y refresque mi lengua, porque estas llamas me atormentan". "Hijo mio, respondio
Abraham, recuerda que has recibido tus bienes en vida y Léazaro, en cambio, recibidé males;
ahora ¢l encuentra aqui su consuelo, y tu, el tormento. Ademas, entre ustedes y nosotros se abre
un gran abismo.

El rico contesto: "Te ruego entonces, padre, que
envies a Lazaro a la casa de mi padre, porque tengo cinco hermanos: que ¢l los prevenga, no
sea que ellos también caigan en este lugar de tormento". Abraham respondid: "Tienen a Moisés
y a los Profetas; que los escuchen". "No, padre Abraham, insisti6 el rico. Pero si alguno de los
muertos va a verlos, se arrepentiran”. Pero Abraham respondio: "Si no escuchan a Moisés y a

los Profetas, aunque resucite alguno de entre los muertos, tampoco se convenceran'.
