A Reading from the First Epistle of St. Paul to the Corinthians (1 Cor 4: 9-16)

Brethren, I think God has set forth us the apostles last of all, as men doomed to death, so that
we would become a spectacle to the world, and to angels, and to men.

We are fools for Christ, but you are wise in Christ! We are weak, but you are strong! You are
honored, but we are without honor! To this very hour, we hunger and thirst, and we are naked
and buffeted and have no fixed home. And we labor, working with our hands. We are reviled
and we bless, we are persecuted and we bear with it, we are maligned and we console; we have
become as the refuse of this world, the scum of all until this present time. I write these things,
not to put you to shame, but to admonish you as my dearest children. For although you have
ten thousand tutors in Christ, you have not many fathers. Therefore, I beg you, be imitators of

me, as I am of Christ.

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Saint Matthew the Evangelist ( 9:9-13)

At that time as Jesus was passing through, He saw a man named Matthew sitting at the
tax-collector’s desk, and said to him, “Follow Me.” And he arose and followed Him. And it
came to pass as He was at table in the house, that behold, many publicans and sinners came to
the table with Jesus and His disciples. And the Pharisees seeing it, said to His disciples, “Why
does your Master eat with publicans and sinners?” But Jesus heard it, and said to them, “It is
not the healthy who need a physician, but the sick. But go, and learn what this means: ‘/ desire

mercy and not sacrifice,” For | have come to call to repentance, not the just but the sinners.”
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GOSPEL REFLECTION

In today’s Gospel, we encounter the calling of Matthew.
As Jesus walks by, He sees Matthew, a tax collector,
sitting at his post. Tax collectors were often seen as
sinners, outsiders, and collaborators with the oppressors.

But Jesus doesn’t see Matthew in terms of his past or his

occupation. Instead, He looks at him with mercy and love
and simply says, “Follow me.”

What is astonishing is Matthew’s response: he gets up and follows Jesus immediately.
He doesn’t hesitate, make excuses, or look back. This moment teaches us the power of
Jesus’ call and the transformative effect of His love. No matter who we are or what our
past looks like, Jesus calls us with the same invitation: “Follow me.”

Later, we see Jesus eating with tax collectors and sinners, causing the Pharisees to
question why He would associate with people like them. Jesus’ response is profound:
“It 1s not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick... I desire mercy, not sacrifice.”
Here, Jesus reveals His mission of mercy and compassion. He did not come to judge or

reject, but to heal and restore.

This message is especially relevant to us today.
We are all in need of God’s mercy, and we are all called to be merciful to others.
Jesus challenges us to look beyond labels, judgments, and appearances,
and instead to see each person as God sees them:
loved, valuable, and worthy of grace.
Just as Matthew found new life in following Jesus, so can we if we open our hearts

to His invitation and share that compassion with those around us.
