A reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans 10:1-10

Brethren, my heart’s desire and my prayer to God in their behalf is for salvation. For I bear
witness to them that they have zeal for God, but a zeal that is not informed. For ignorant of
God’s holiness and seeking to establish their own, they have not submitted to the
sanctification offered by God. For Christ is the consummation of the Law in terms of
justification for everyone who believes. For Moses has written that the man who brings
about that justification which is of the Law shall live by it. But the justification which is of
faith says, Do not ask in your heart, who shall go up to heaven that is, -- to bring down
Christ. Or, Who will descend into the abyss that is, to bring up Christ from the dead? But
what does it say? The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart. That is, the word
of faith which we preach. For if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is the Lord, and
believe in your heart that God has raised him from the dead, you shall be saved. For a man
believes with the heart and attains justification, but he professes his faith with his mouth

and attains salvation.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Saint Matthew the Evangelist (8:28-9:1)
At that time as Jesus reached the country of the Gergesenes, there met him two men who
were possessed, coming from the tombs, so exceedingly fierce that no one could pass by
that way. And behold, they cried out, saying, “What have we to do with you, Jesus Son of
God? Have you come here to torment us before the time?” Now at a distance from them
there was a herd of many swine, feeding. And the devils kept begging him, saying, “If you
cast us out, send us into the herd of swine.” And he said to them, “Go!” And they came out
and entered into the swine; and behold, the whole herd rushed from the top of the cliff into
the sea and perished in the water. But the swineherds fled, and going away into the town,
they reported everything, and what had befallen the men possessed by - demons. And
behold, all the town came out to meet Jesus; and on seeing him they insisted that he leave

their district. And getting into a boat, he crossed over and came into his own town.
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TODAY’S GOSPEL REFLECTION

The Power That Crosses Boundaries

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Today’s Gospel from Matthew 8:28-9:1 reveals the authority of Jesus over evil,
the compassion of His heart, and the mystery of human response to divine
grace.

Jesus enters the region of the Gadarenes, a place beyond the boundaries of
Israel, a land considered impure. There, He meets two men possessed by
demons, living among the tombs, cut off from society and tormented in spirit.
No one dared pass that way. But Jesus does. He crosses boundaries geograph-
ical, spiritual, and social to bring healing.

The demons cry out, recognizing Him: “What have you to do with us, Son of
God?” Even the forces of darkness know His power. With a word, Jesus casts
them out into a herd of swine, and the men are freed. Their dignity is restored.
Their silence becomes testimony.

But then comes a surprising moment: the townspeople beg Jesus to leave.
They fear the disruption. They fear the cost. Sometimes, the presence of God
unsettles our comfort. Sometimes, healing feels too radical.

Yet Jesus does not force Himself. He honors their choice and departs. But He
leaves behind a sign—a glimpse of the Kingdom where the outcast is restored,

where evil is defeated, and where grace crosses every boundary.

Let us not be like the townspeople who send Him away. Let us welcome
Him into our broken places. Let us allow Him to confront what binds us,
and let us follow Him—across the waters, into freedom.

Lectura de la Carta del Apdstol San Pablo a los Romanos (10: 1-10)

Hermanos, ciertamente el anhelo de mi corazén, y mi oracion a Dios es por la salvacion de Israel,
porque yo soy testigo de que tienen celo por Dios, pero no conforme al verdadero conocimiento.
